First-of-its-kind program led to 47% decrease in gunshots in one neighborhood

“APD is being innovative with ShotSpotter data and utilizing this technology in a way
that no other department has attempted,” said Mayor Tim Keller. “We are
leveraging investments in technology and working with the community to help
keep families safe.”

Since the pilot program began in the Southeast, residents in both the Northeast and

POLICE Northwest Area Commands have reached out to the department to provide helpful
information on hotspot areas in their neighborhoods. These are neighborhoods
where ShotSpotter devices are not in place, but the open communication helps
expand the effort.
