Summary: This Bill would separate appropriations for operational expenses from those for non-recurring 

expenses, such as capital outlay, grants, and other one-time funding.  It will also sunset the Finance 

Director’s authority to carry-over budgeted funds for capital projects and funds derived from grants for an 

unlimited number of years.

Consequences of Not Enacting Legislation: 

If this legislation is not adopted, the City will not establish multi-year appropriations for “special 

appropriations”, capital outlay, and grant-funded projects.  Additionally, the Finance Director’s budget 

authority to carry over certain unexpended appropriations into the next fiscal year would remain in place 

rather than sunsetting.

Performance and Administrative Implications: 

Separating appropriations for non-recurring funding from operating appropriations enhances financial 

stability by enabling policymakers to strategically allocate temporary resources without creating ongoing 

financial obligations. By planning appropriations over multiple years, governments can ensure that one-

time funds contribute to long-term priorities rather than short-term gaps.      
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Fiscal Implications: The Bill does not have a fiscal impact but will impact budgeting to allow more 

accurate operating budgets and more realistic budgeting of multi-year projects.
