The Water Division requests award of Amendment No. 4 to Price Agreement #21-0378 with Sub
Surface Contracting, Inc. (Sub Surface) to Increase Maximum Compensation by
$3,831,250.00 for a New Total Contract Amount of $6,000,000.00 including New Mexico Gross
Receipt Tax (NMGRT) and increase contract term to 10 years with future yearly budgets set by
budget availability.

BACKGROUND AND SUMMARY:

The City-Wide Water Utility Construction Contract is a multi-contractor on-call requirements contract,
with the Water Division issuing work orders as needed for work such as water line replacements, and
emergency repairs. In July 2021, the Governing Body approved ITB No. ‘21/37/B for $250,000.00 plus
NMGRT per year for each Sub Surface Contracting, Inc. and A.A.C. Construction, LLC.. Contract
Amendment #3 for Sub Surface has been approved for $542,187.50 raising the Contract Amount to
$1,626,562.50.

Sub Surface and AAC are the primary Emergency Response contractors for maim breaks. The Water
division is requesting approval to extend the Contract Term with Sub Surface Contracting, Inc. to 10
years from award. If approved the extended contract term will end on June 30, 2031.



The Water Division requests approval of the FY2026 BAR for $540,937.50 to fund operations for next
Fiscal Year.

This is a multi-contractor award ITB to set the applicable Bid Items for future work. Future work will be
assigned under fully signed Work Orders for planned work on will be followed with a signed Work Order
for Emergency Repair.

This AMENDMENT No. 4 (the "Amendment") amends the CITY OF SANTA FE ON CALL CITY-

WIDE WATER UTILITY CONSTRUCTION & REPAIR PRICE AGREEMENT, CIP #3057, dated August 4,

2021 (the "Contract"), between the City of Santa Fe (the "City") and Sub Surface Contracting, Inc., (the
"Contractor"). The date of this Amendment shall be the date when it is executed by the City and the Contractor
whichever occurs last.
RECITALS:

A Under the terms of the Contract, Contractor has agreed to provide on-call construction Services for
City Wide Utility Construction & Repair for the City of Santa Fe Water Division.

B. Pursuant to Article 14 of the Contract, and for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which are acknowledged by the parties, the City and the Contractor agree as follows:

1. COMPENSATION.

Article 2, paragraph A of the Contract is amended to increase the amount of compensation by a total of three
million, eight hundred and thirty-one thousand, two hundred and fifty dollars ($3,831,250.00) so that Article 2,
paragraph A reads in its entirety as follows:

A. The City shall pay to the Contractor in full payment for services satisfactorily performed BASED
UPON THE ATTACHED PRICE SHEETS, such compensation not to exceed six million dollars
($6,000,000.00) including NMGRT for a total of ten (10) years. The total amount payable to the
Contractor under this Agreement, including New Mexico gross receipts tax (NMGRT) and expenses,
shall not exceed six million dollars ($6,000,000.00) for the term of this Agreement. Payment will
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depend on budget availability at the time of purchase.

B.  Payment in future fiscal years is subject to availability of funds pursuant to the Appropriations
Paragraph set forth below and to any negotiations between the parties from year toyear pursuant to
Paragraph 1, Scope of Work, and to approval by the City. All invoices MUST BE received by the City
no later than fifteen (15) days after the termination of the Fiscal Year in which the services were
delivered. Invoices received after such date WILL NOT BE PAID.

C. Contractor must submit a detailed statement accounting for all services performedand expenses
incurred. If the City finds that the services are not acceptable, within thirty days after the date of receipt
of written notice from the Contractor that payment is requested, it shall provide the Contractor a letter
of exception explaining the defect or objection to the services, andoutlining steps the Contractor may
take to provide remedial action. Upon certification by the Citythat the services have been received and
accepted, payment shall be tendered to the Contractor within thirty days after the date of acceptance. If
payment is made by mail, the payment shall be deemed tendered on the date it is postmarked. However,
the City shall not incur late charges, interest, or penalties for failure to make payment within the time
specified herein.

D. Unit Rate Price Adjustments:

The contractor(s) awarded under this solicitation will have an initial contract term of one (1) year, with the
option for the City to extend the contract for up to nine (9) additional one-year terms, for a total of ten (10)
years. To ensure competitive pricing, bidders are expected to provide firm pricing for the initial year. If
the contract is extended, contractors may request a price adjustment to their Unit Rates for each
subsequent year by submitting a written request with supporting documentation at least 30 days prior
to the extension. The vendor must submit all pricing increase requests in writing to the City of Santa
Fe, directly to the designated department contact, providing substantiating evidence that the request is
based on demonstrable market changes impacting the cost of products. The request must itemize all
proposed increases by line item and include supporting documentation deemed acceptable by the City
of Santa Fe (such as a letter from a manufacturer indicating price increases, etc.). The City's decision
on acceptable documentation in this context shall be final. .No price increase shall result in a higher
profit margin. Pricing changes will apply to Work Orders entered on or after the effective date of the
price change. If the vendor's prices are reduced for any reason, the City shall receive the benefit of such
reductions immediately. Price increases will not be retroactive to Work Orders already in-house or
back-orders. Work Orders will be filled at the price in effect on the date of receipt of the Work Order
by the contractor.

To facilitate prompt consideration, all requests for price increases must include the following information:

2. TERM.
Article 3 of the Contract is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced by the following:

THIS AGREEMENT SHALL NOT BECOME EFFECTIVE UNTIL APPROVED BY THE CITY.
This Agreement shall terminate on June 30, 2031, unless terminated pursuant to paragraph 4
(Termination), or paragraph 5 (Appropriations). In accordance with Section 13-1-150NMSA 1978, no
contract term for a construction services contract, including extensions and renewals, shall exceed ten
years, except as set forth in Section 13-1-150 NMSA 1978.

3. CONTRACT IN FULL FORCE.

Except as specifically provided in this Amendment, the Contract remains and shall remain in full force and
effect, in accordance with its terms.

RECITALS:

A. Under the terms of the Agreement, Contractor has agreed to provide On-Call Construction Services
for City Wide Utility Construction & Repair for the City of Santa Fe.

B. Pursuant to Article 14 of the Agreement, and for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which are acknowledged by the parties, the City and the Contractor agree as follows:

1 COMPENSATION.

Article 2, paragraph A of the Agreement is amended to add five hundred forty-two thousand one hundred
eighty-seven dollars and fifty cents ($542,187.50), inclusive of New Mexico Gross Receipts Tax (NMGRT), so that
Article 2, paragraph A reads in its entirety as follows:

The City shall pay to the Contractor under this Agreement in full payment for services
satisfactorily performed BASED UPON THE ATTACHED PRICE SHEETS, such
compensation not to exceed two million one hundred sixty-eight thousand, seven hundred and
fifty one dollars and no cents ($2,168,751.00) including NMGRT for a total of four (4) years.
This amount is a maximum and not a guarantee that the work assigned to be performed by
Contractor under this Agreement shall equal the amount stated herein. The parties do not intend



for the Contractor to continue to provide services without compensation when the total
compensation amount is reached. Contractor is responsible for notifying the City when the
services provided under this Agreement reach the total compensation amount. In no event will
the Contractor be paid for services provided in excess of the total compensation amount
without this Agreement being amended in writing prior to those services in excess of the total
compensation amount being provided.

2. AGREEMENT IN FULL FORCE.

Except as specifically provided in this Amendment, the Contract remains and shall remain in full force and

effect, in accordance with its terms.

The Requesting
Department shall retain the right to request the removal of any of the Contractor's personnel at any time.

Subcontracting: The Contractor shall not subcontract any portion of the Price Agreement without the prior
written approval of the Requesting Department. No such subcontracting shall relieve the Contractor from its
obligations and liabilities under this Price Agreement, nor shall any subcontracting obligate payment from the
City.

Records and Audit: The Contractor shall maintain detailed time and expenditure records that indicate the date,
time, nature, and cost of services rendered during this Price Agreement's term and effect, and retain them for a
period of three (3) years from the date of final payment under this Price Agreement. The records shall be subject
to inspection by the City. The City shall have the right to audit billings, both before and after payment. Payment
for services under this Price Agreement shall not foreclose the right of the City to recover excessive or illegal
payments.

Subcontracts: The foregoing requirements for Contractor Personnel, Subcontracting, and Audit shall be
inserted into all subcontracts from the prime contractor to the subcontractor.

ARTICLES

Article | - Statement of Work

Under the terms and conditions of this Price Agreement all commissions, institutions, political subdivisions and
local public bodies allowed by law may issue orders for items and/or services described herein. The terms and
conditions of this Price Agreement shall form a part of each order issued hereunder.

The items and/or services to be ordered shall be as listed under Article IX - Price Schedule. All orders issued
hereunder will bear both an order number and this Price Agreement number. It is understood that no guarantee
or warranty is made or implied by the City's Chief Procurement Officer, his/her designee or the Requesting
Department that any order for any definite quantity will be issued under this Price Agreement. The Contractor is
required to accept the order and furnish the items and/or services in accordance with the articles contained
hereunder for the quantity of each order.

Article 11-Term
The term of this Price Agreement, for issuance of orders, shall be as indicated in the specifications.

Article 111-Specifications

Items and/or services furnished hereunder shall conform to the requirements of specifications and/or drawings
applicable to items listed under Article IX-Price Schedule. Orders issued against this schedule will show the
applicable Price Agreement item(s), number(s), and price(s); however they may not describe the item(s) fully.

Article 1V - Shipping and Billing Instructions
Delivery shall be as called for by the Requesting Department. Shipment shall be made only against specific
orders which the Requesting Department may place with the Contractor during the term. Contractor shall ship
in accordance with the following instructions:
a. The Contractor shall enclose a packing list with each shipment listing the City's purchasing document
number and the Contractor's name, Requesting Department's contact name and location shall be shown
on each packing and delivery ticket, package, bill oflading, the commercial parts number (if any) for
each item and other correspondence in connection with the shipments. The Requesting Department's
count will be accepted by the Contractor as final and conclusive on all shipments not accompanied by a
packing ticket.

Separate
invoices shall be rendered for each and every complete shipment.

Article V- Termination

Termination of this Contract, however, shall not affect any outstanding orders. This provision is not exclusive
and shall not waive other rights and remedies afforded either party in the event of breach of contract or default.

The Contractor shall perform the following work:

The Contractor shall perform all the work required by Water Division, as required, on each Work
Order (W/O) in the Contract Documents (attached) for City-Wide Water Construction & Repair
Contract. The work consists of, but is not limited to furnishing all equipment, labor and materials
for the construction and repair of water mains, valves, hydrants, metered water service lines and
settings, pressure reducing valves, vaults, and other incidental work such as pavement removal
and replacement, traffic control all as required to extend, replace or repair water distribution,
water storage, and water supply infrastructure, in accordance with the drawings, specifications,
W/O, attached price sheets and other Contract Documents. All water piping shall be new, poly-
wrapped ductile iron, unless otherwise specified.

6) Incorporation by Reference. All exhibits, addenda, schedules ofITB 21/37/B attached hereto and
all certificates, work order documents, drawings, as-builts and other instruments contemplated
to be delivered hereunder are hereby expressly made a part of this Agreement as fully as though
set forth herein, and all references to this Agreement herein or in any of such writings shall be
deemed to refer to and include all of such writings. This Agreement contains the entire agreement
between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior agreements
and understandings, both written and oral, among the parties with respect to the subject matter
hereof. If there is any conflict between such exhibits or addenda and the terms of this Agreement,
such exhibits or addenda shall control.

2. ComJ'ensation,

A. The City shall pay to the Contractor in full payment for services satisfactorily performed
BASED UPON THE ATTACHED PRICE SHEETS, such compensation not to exceed two hundred and
fifty thousand dollars ($250,000) excluding gross receipts tax per Fiscal Year for a total of four (4)
years. The New Mexico gross receipts tax levied on the amounts payable under this Agreement totaling
twenty one thousand and ninety four dollars ($21,094) shall be paid by the City to the Contractor per
Fiscal Year. The total amount payable to the Contractor under this Agreement, including gross
receipts tax and expenses, shall not exceed one million eighty four thousand three hundred and
seventy six dollars ($1,084,376.). This amount is a maximum and not a guarantee that the work
assigned to be performed by Contractor under this Agreement shall equal the amount stated
herein. The parties do not intend for the Contractor to continue to provide services without
compensation when the total compensation amount is reached. Contractor is responsible for
notifying the City when the services provided under this Agreement reach the total compensation
amount. In no event will the Contractor be paid for services provided in excess of the total
compensation amount without this Agreement being amended in writing prior to those services in
excess of the total compensation amount being provided.

B. Payment is subject to availability of funds pursuant to the Appropriations Paragraph set
forth below and to any negotiations between the parties from year to year pursuant to Paragraph 1, Scope
of Work, and to approval by the City. All invoices MUST BE received by the City no later than thirty
30) days after the termination of the Fiscal Year in which the services were delivered. Invoices received
after such date WILL NOT BE PAID.

C. Payment in future fiscal years is subject to availability of funds pursuant to the
Appropriations Paragraph set forth below and to any negotiations between the parties from year to year
pursuant to Paragraph 1, Scope of Work, and to approval by the City. All invoices MUST BE received
by the City no later than fifteen (15) days after the termination of the Fiscal Year in which the services
were delivered. Invoices received after such date WILL NOT BE PAID.)

E. The Contractor must submit a detailed statement accounting for all services performed
and expenses incurred. If the City finds that the services are not acceptable, within thirty days after the
date of receipt of written notice from the Contractor that payment is requested, it shall provide the
Contractor a letter of exception explaining the defect or objection to the services, and outlining steps the
Contractor may take to provide remedial action. Upon certification by the City that the services have
been received and accepted, payment shall be tendered to the Contractor within thirty days after the date
of acceptance. If payment is made by mail, the payment shall be deemed tendered on the date it is
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postmarked. However, the City shall not incur late charges, interest, or penalties for failure to make
payment within the time specified herein.

3. Term.

THIS AGREEMENT SHALL NOT BECOME EFFECTIVE UNTIL APPROVED BY THE
CITY. This Agreement shall terminate on June 30, 2025unless terminated pursuant to paragraph 4
(Termination), or paragraph 5 (Appropriations). In accordance with Section 13-1-150 NMSA 1978, no
contract term for a professional services contract, including extensions and renewals, shall exceed four
years, except as set forth in Section 13-1-150 NMSA 1978.

4, Termination.,

A. Termination. This Agreement may be terminated by either of the parties hereto upon
written notice delivered to the other party at least thirty (30) days prior to the intended date of
termination. Except as otherwise allowed or provided under this Agreement, the City's sole liability
upon such termination shall be to pay for acceptable work performed prior to the Contractor's receipt of
the notice of termination, if the City is the terminating party, or the Contractor's sending of the notice of
termination, if the Contractor is the terminating party; provided. however, that a notice of termination
shall not nullify or otherwise affect either party's liability for pre-termination defaults under or breaches
of this Agreement. The Contractor shall submit an invoice for such work within thirty (30) days of
receiving or sending the notice of termination. Notwithstanding the foregoing, this Agreement may be
terminated immediately upon written notice to the Contractor if the Contractor becomes unable to
perform the services contracted for, as determined by the City or if, during the term of this Agreement,
the Contractor or any of its officers, employees or agents is indicted for fraud, embezzlement or other
crime due to misuse of City funds or due to the Appropriations paragraph herein. THIS PROVISION IS

NOT EXCLUSIVE AND DOES NOT WAIVE THE City's OTHER LEGAL RIGHTS AND REMEDIES
CAUSED BY THE CONTRACTOR'S DEFAULT/BREACH OF THIS AGREEMENT.

B. Termination Management. Immediately upon receipt by either the City or the
Contractor of notice of termination of this Agreement, the Contractor shall: 1) not incur any further
obligations for salaries, services or any other expenditure of funds under this Agreement without written
approval of the City; 2) comply with all directives issued by the City in the notice of termination as to
the performance of work under this Agreement; and 3) take such action as the City shall direct for the
protection, preservation, retention or transfer of all propertytitled to the City and records generated under
this Agreement. Any non-expendable personal property or equipment provided to or purchased by the
Contractor with contract funds shall become property of the City upon termination and shall be submitted
to the City as soon as practicable.

5. Appropriations.
The terms of this Agreement are contingent upon sufficient appropriations and authorization

being made by the City Council for the performance of this Agreement. If sufficient appropriations and
authorization are not made by the City Council, this Agreement shall terminate immediately upon written
notice being given by the City to the Contractor. The City's decision as to whether sufficient
appropriations are available shall be accepted by the Contractor and shall be final. If the City proposes
an amendment to the Agreement to unilaterally reduce funding, the Contractor shall have the option to
terminate the Agreement or to agree to the reduced funding, within thirty (30) days of receipt of the
proposed amendment.
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6. Status of Contractor.

The Contractor and its agents and employees are independent contractors performing
professional services for the City and are not employees of the City. The Contractor and its agents and
employees shall not accrue leave, retirement, insurance, bonding, use of City vehicles, or any other
benefits afforded to employees of the City as a result of this Agreement. The Contractor acknowledges
that all sums received hereunder are reportable by the Contractor for tax purposes, including without
limitation, self-employment and business income tax. The Contractor agrees not to purport to bind the
City unless the Contractor has express written authority to do so, and then only within the strict limits of
that authority.

7. Construction Contract Performance and Payment Bond.

A. When a construction contract is awarded in excess of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000), the
following bonds or security shall be delivered to the City and shall become binding on the parties
upon the execution of the contract. If the Contractor fails to deliver the required performance and
payment bonds, the Contractor's bid shall be rejected, its bid security shall be enforced to the
extent of actual damages. Award of the contract shall be made pursuant to the Procurement Code
in the following manner:

1) a performance bond satisfactory to the City, executed by a surety company authorized to do
business in this state and said surety to be approved in federal circular 570 as published by
the United States treasury department or the state board of finance or the local governing
authority, in an amount equal to one hundred percent of the price specified in the contract;

2) a payment bond satisfactory to the City, executed by a surety company authorized to do

Final payment of the amounts due under this Agreement shall operate as a release of the City, its
officers and employees from all liabilities, claims and obligations whatsoever arising from or under this
Agreement.

11.  Confidentiali,!y.

Any confidential information provided to or developed by the Contractor in the performance of
this Agreement shall be kept confidential and shall not be made available to any individual or
organization by the Contractor without the prior written approval of the City.

12.  Product of Service - Co)llright.

All materials developed or acquired by the Contractor under this Agreement shall become the
property of the City and shall be delivered to the City no later than the termination date of this
Agreement. Nothing developed or produced, in whole or in part, by the Contractor under this Agreement
shall be the subject of an application for copyright or other claim of ownership by or on behalf of the
Contractor.

13.  Conflict of Interest; Governmental Conduct Act.
A. The Contractor represents and warrants that it presently has no interest and, during the
term of this Agreement, shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in any

manner or degree with the performance or services required under the Agreement.

B. The Contractor further represents and warrants that it has complied with, and, during the
term of this Agreement, will continue to comply with, and that this Agreement complies with all
applicable provisions of the Governmental Conduct Act, Chapter 10, Article 16 NMSA 1978.

If the services contemplated under this Agreement will be performed on or in City facilities or
property, Contractor shall maintain in force during the entire term of this Agreement, the following
insurance coverage(s), naming the City as additional insured.

A. Commercial General Liability insurance shall be written on an occurrence basis
and be a broad as ISO Form CG 00 01 with limits not less than $2,000,000 per occurrence and
$2,000,000 in the aggregate for claims against bodily injury, personal and advertising injury, and
property damage. Said policy shall include broad form Contractual Liability coverage and be
endorsed to name the City of Santa Fe their officials, officers, employees, and agents as additional
insureds.
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B. Business Automobile Liability insurance for all owned, non-owned
automobiles, with a combined single limit not less than $1,000,000 per accident.

C. Broader Coverage and Limits. The insurance requirements under this
Agreement shall be the greater of (1) the minimum coverage and limits specified in this
Agreement, or (2) the broader coverage and maximum limits of coverage of any insurance policy
or proceeds available to the Named Insured. It is agreed that these insurance requirements shall
not in any way act to reduce coverage that is broader or that includes higher limits than the
minimums required herein. No representation is made that the minimum insurance requirements
of this Agreement are sufficient to cover the obligations of Contractor hereunder.

D. Contractor shall maintain the above insurance for the term of this Agreement and
name the City as an additional insured and provide for 30 days cancellation notice on any
Certificate of Insurance form furnished by Contractor. Such certificate shall also specifically
state the coverage provided under the policy is primary over any other valid and collectible
insurance and provide a waiver of subrogation.

24.  Records and Financial Audit.

The Contractor shall maintain detailed time and expenditure records that indicate the date; time,
nature and cost of services rendered during the Agreement's term and effect and retain them for a period
of three (3) years from the date of final payment under this Agreement. The records shall be subject to
inspection by the City. The City shall have the right to audit billings both before and after payment.
Payment under this Agreement shall not foreclose the right of the City to recover excessive or illegal
payments

25.  Indemnification.

The Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the City from all actions, proceeding,
claims, demands, costs, damages, attorneys' fees and all other liabilities and expenses of any kind from
any source which may arise out of the performance of this Agreement, caused by the negligent act or
failure to act of the Contractor, its officers, employees, servants, subcontractors or agents, or if caused
by the actions of any client of the Contractor resulting in injury or damage to persons or property during
the time when the Contractor or any officer, agent, employee, servant or subcontractor thereof has or is
performing services pursuant to this Agreement. In the event that any action, suit or proceeding related
to the services performed by the Contractor or any officer, agent, employee, servant or subcontractor
under this Agreement is brought against the Contractor, the Contractor shall, as soon as practicable but
no later than two (2) days after it receives notice thereof, notify the legal counsel of the City.

26. New Mexico Tort Claims Act

Any liability incurred by the City of Santa Fe in connection with this Agreement is subject to the
immunities and limitations of the New Mexico Tort Claims Act, Section 41-4-1, et. seq. NMSA 1978, as
amended. The City and its "public employees™ as defined in the New Mexico Tort Claims Act, do not waive
sovereign immunity, do not waive any defense and do not waive any limitation ofliability pursuant to law.
No provision in this Agreement modifies or waives any provision of the New Mexico Tort Claims Act.
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27. Ilnvalid Term or Condition.

If any term or condition of this Agreement shall be held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder
of this Agreement shall not be affected and shall be valid and enforceable.

28.  Enforcement of Agreement.

A party's failure to require strict performance of any provision of this Agreement shall not waive
or diminish that party's right thereafter to demand strict compliance with that or any other provision. No
waiver by a party of any of its rights under this Agreement shall be effective unless express and in writing,
and no effective waiver by a party of any of its rights shall be effective to waive any other rights.

29. Notices.

Any notice required to be given to either party by this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be
delivered in person, by courier service or by U.S. mail, either first class or certified, return receipt
requested, postage prepaid, as follows:

Mr. Dutton-Leyda,

The Water Division is preparing packets to amend four of our construction contracts to extend the
term to 10 years total rather than the original four-year terms in the contracts. The original four-
year term cited the requirement for professional services contracts which does not actually apply
in this case as these are construction contracts. The contracts are for our Priority Line
Replacement and Citywide Emergency On-Call projects.

There is a question about the original ITB’s used to procure these contractors, and whether
anything in the ITB’s would prohibit us from amending the contract term. The only place the four
year term was mentioned in the ITB was in the sample contract, which cited the requirement for
professional services contracts. The same section of the state statute (Section 13-1-150 NMSA
1978) cited in the contract term allows for 10 year terms on construction contracts (that exceed
$25,000) and is cited many other times throughout the ITB without reference to a four year term
limit. Do you see any reason why the procurement method and details in the ITB would prohibit us
from amending the contract term?

Below is a snip from the contract that City Wide Construction was bid under. Almost identical text
can be found in how the Priority Line Replacement contract was bid; | have also attached a PDF of
the 2021 revision to Section 13-1-150 NMSA.

1. Term.
THIS AGREEMENT SHALL NOT BECOME EFFECTIVE UNTIL APPROVED BY
THE CITY. This Agreement shall terminate on June 30, 2025 unless terminated pursuant to
paragraph 4 (Termination), or paragraph 5 (Appropriations). In accordance with Section 13-1-150
NMSA 1978, no contract term for a professional services contract, including extensions and
renewals, shall exceed four years, except as set forth in Section 13-1-150 NMSA 1978.

Neither project/contract is for professional services, they are for construction services which
should be limited to a 10-year term, based on the same statute. The fact that we used the ITB for
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procurement verifies that the original determination was for construction, not professional
services, and the contract is for construction services. | believe that the reference to professional
service contract term should not have been in the contract, but should not prohibit us from
amending the contract term to 10 years, but wanted to get your take on this matter. The
amendments were submitted for legal review (jot form) several weeks back, and packets should be
coming to you for review soon. If you want to discuss, please either give me a phone call on my cell
phone (505) 235-2725 or request a meeting.

The Water Division depends very heavily on two contracts to maintain and repair the water mains in
the City. Emergency main breaks are almost always handled by City Wide Construction (Contracts
#3202777 & 3202778) awarded 7/28/2021 since the Water Transmission and Distribution (T&D)
section doesn’t have either the equipment or manpower to handle any but small water main
breaks. The replacement of water mains that are no longer usable is the task of Priority Line
Replacement (Contracts # 3202927 & 3202929) awarded 9/09/2021 as this work is much larger
than T&D can handle.

Without these two contracts/contractors the City could not continue to provide drinking water to
our customers. Both of these contracts City Wide (CW) and PLR were initiated as Bid selected
Price Agreements. Water believes that during the initial bid, the contract terms limits were
incorrectly set to four (4) years as if they were Engineering Service contracts instead of
Construction contracts which have a term limit of 10 years under Section 13-1-158 NMSA 1978,
2021 Revision.
