
Early Neighborhood Notification (ENN) Guidelines

Section 14-3.1(F)(5) SFCC 1987, as Amended

(a) EFFECT ON CHARACTER AND APPEARANCE OF THE SURROUNDING NEIGHBORHOODS  For example: number of stories, average 

setbacks, mass and scale, architectural style, landscaping, lighting, access to public places, open spaces and trails.(Ord. No. 2008-29 § 3) 

  

(b) EFFECT ON PROTECTION OF THE PHYSICAL ENVIRONMENT  For example: trees, open space, rivers, arroyos, floodplains, rock 

outcroppings, escarpments, trash generation, fire risk, hazardous materials, easements, etc.
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(d) RELATIONSHIP TO EXISTING DENSITY AND LAND USE WITHIN THE SURROUNDING AREA AND WITH LAND USES AND DENSITIES 

PROPOSED BY THE CITY GENERAL PLAN  For example: how are existing City Code requirements for annexation and rezoning, the Historic 

Districts, and the General Plan and other policies being met. 
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(c) IMPACTS ON ANY PREHISTORIC, HISTORIC, ARCHAEOLOGICAL OR CULTURAL SITES OR STRUCTURES, INCLUDING ACEQUIAS AND THE 

HISTORIC DOWNTOWN  For example: the project's compatibility with historic or cultural sites located on the property where the project is 

proposed. 
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(f) IMPACT ON THE ECONOMIC BASE OF SANTA FE  For example: availability of jobs to Santa Fe residents; market impacts on local 

businesses; and how the project supports economic development efforts to improve living standards of neighborhoods and their businesses.

SERVICES  For example: increased access to public transportation, alternate transportation modes; traffic mitigation, cumulative traffic 

impacts, pedestrian access to destinations and new or improved pedestrian trails. 
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(h) EFFECT UPON PUBLIC SERVICES SUCH AS FIRE, POLICE PROTECTION, SCHOOL SERVICES AND OTHER PUBLIC SERVICES OR 

INFRASTRUCTURE ELEMENTS SUCH AS WATER, POWER, SEWER, COMMUNICATIONS, BUS SYSTEMS, COMMUTER OR OTHER SERVICES OR 

FACILITIES  For example: whether or how the project maximizes the efficient use or improvement of existing infrastructure; and whether the 

project will contribute to the improvement of existing public infrastructure and services.

	setbacks, mass and scale, architectural style, landscaping, lighting, access to public places, open spaces and trails.(Ord. No. 2008-29 § 3: The subject property is located at 2904 Rufina St., on the corner of Rufina St. and Rufina Circle. The 4.28-acre subject property comprises two parcels - Lot 3 totaling 3.877 acres and Lot 2-2 totaling 0.399 acres. Lot 3 is zoned I-1 & I-2 (Industrial), and Lot 2-2 is zoned C-2 (General Commercial). This request is to rezone Lot 3 to C-2 (General Commercial), which will include General Plan Amendments and a Master Plan to redevelop the property as the new campus for Girl's Inc. of Santa Fe. The facility will include approximately 49,000 sf of buildings and significant open space/outdoor recreation areas. 

The project aligns with the mixed-use character of the Rufina St. corridor, which includes a variety of uses and zoning districts, including industrial, commercial, office, and a mix of residential densities. 
	outcroppings, escarpments, trash generation, fire risk, hazardous materials, easements, etc: The project  will comply with all applicable City regulations with regard to environmental protection and landscaping. The property has a lush landscaped area to the north which will remain as an open space/garden area for the girls. Preservation of tress and other landscaping will be a priority. Outdoor recreational areas will be provided for the girls including an Explore Zone, Challenge Zone, Sport Court, Greenhouse, and Gathering Space. There are no arroyos on the property.
	proposed: The project is located in the Suburban Archaeological Review District. Since the property is less than 10 acres, an archaeological clearance permit is not required to proceed. 
	Districts, and the General Plan and other policies being met: The subject property's General Plan Future Land Use designations include both Industrial and Business Park, with surrounding designations ranging from Industrial, Business Park, Community Commercial, and Public/Institutional. The applicant is requesting to rezone Lot 3 to C-2 (General Commercial), which will include an application to amend the Future Land Use designations from Industrial and Business Park to Community Commercial. The property is surrounded by a mix of uses along the Rufina St. and Cerrillos Road corridors, including commercial, industrial, and institutional. The General Plan calls for a mix of land uses throughout the City and, in accordance with this intent, the Project will continue the pattern of mixed uses. 
	impacts, pedestrian access to destinations and new or improved pedestrian trails: The project will be accessed from Rufina Circle via two access drives. Parking includes 85 spaces for staff and guests and six spaces for the Girl's Inc. vans. In addition, a child pick-up and drop-off lane will be provided. Girls will be transported to the after school program in vans, reducing traffic impacts. The project design will include pedestrian connections to the sidewalk along Rufina Circle, and interior sidewalks and trails within the site. There is no anticipated negative impact on access to services. A Traffic Impact Analysis will be submitted with the application. 
	businesses; and how the project supports economic development efforts to improve living standards of neighborhoods and their businesses: The expansion of the Girls Inc. facility enabled by this application will entail an increase in staff, providing new employment opportunities for local residents. In addition, the redevelopment of the former nursery will beautify the neighborhood and prevent blight.
	family sizes; the creation or retention of affordable business space. (Ord. No. 2005-30(A) § 4: N/A
	project will contribute to the improvement of existing public infrastructure and services: The project will be served by the City water and sewer, as well as existing emergency services. The site is served by Route 1 of the Santa Fe Trails Bus system, and there are several bus stops within close proximity along Cerrillos Road. 
	efficient use of distribution lines and resources; effect of construction or use of the project on water quality and supplies: In accordance with City requirements, the project's water demand will be offset by acquiring water rights or water conservation credits, so there will be no new demand on the City's water system. The project will comply with the City's regulations governing landscaping and water conservation. 
	pedestrian-oriented design: As described above, the project aligns with the mixed-use nature of the neighborhood and will be a pedestrian-oriented design. Furthermore, the Girls Inc. youth program encourages community integration and social balance through supporting a diverse population with educational and recreational opportunities. 
	Text11: The project aligns with the City's General Plan by promoting a compact urban form through appropriate infill development. Furthermore, the project supports a mix of uses in the existing neighborhood. The site's central location is ideal relative to the schools and families that Girls Inc. serves, and is accessible by foot, bike, and public transit.
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
