Approval of a Budget Amendment Resolution (BAR) to Reappropriate Unspent FY 24 Budget in 
the Amount of $175,000 to Engage a Consultant to Compile the Public Infrastructure Development 
Standards for Chapter 14 Code Revisions. (Jeanne Wolfenbarger, P.E., Public Works Complete

BACKGROUND & SUMMARY:
On December 13, 2023, the Governing Body approved an FY24 Budget Amendment Resolution 
(BAR) from FY23 Gross Receipts Tax Revenue for this same effort and amount. In September 2024, 
staff was notified that the funding would be not carried forwarding into FY25, and therefore seeking 
reauthorization.   

The Public Infrastructure Development Standards will include design related to roads and roadway 
drainage, stormwater, pedestrian and bicycle facilities, and parks. This work is being undertaken in
coordination with Land Use’s revision of Chapter 14 Code.  These design standards will reflect Santa 
Fe values identified in plans, programs and policies including Complete Street resolutions, MPO 
Master Plans and the City of Santa Fe Multimodal Transition Plan.
