AMENDING SFCC 1987, SECTION 28-1.5 ("LIVING WAGE ORDINANCE"), TO 

INCREASE THE CITY'S BASE MINIMUM WAGE AND UPDATE THE FORMULA FOR 

CALCULATING THE MINIMUM WAGE ANNUALLY. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF SANTA FE: 

Section 1. Section 28-1.1 of SFCC 1987 (being Ord. No. 2002-13, § 1) is included 

for reference without amendments : 

28-1.1 Short title.

This section may be cited as the "Living Wage Ordinance".
