Summary:

This Resolution accepts a Grant Agreement, administered by the New Mexico Department of
Transportation (“NMDOT”), under the Que Linda Beautification Program (“Program”), to conduct a
permanent and continuous program to control and remove litter from the roads and highways in Santa Fe.
The grant amount is ninety thousand dollars ($90,000). All allocated funds must be spent by June 30, 2026.
