1.0 Introduction Summary

Souder, Miller, and Associates (SMA) was retained by DXD SS F2 Land, LLC to determine the probable traffic
impacts to NM State Highway — 14 in Sante Fe, New Mexico by the development of a new storage facility,
office space, and community park. The development will include demolition of the current standing building,
construction of new buildings as well as parking additions and a community dog park.

To accurately determine the proposed traffic volumes, the reference manual “Trip Generation Handbook,
12 Edition” by the Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) was reviewed. The new storage facility meets
multiple land use descriptions including Mini-Warehouse (151), Small Office Building (712), Recreational
Community Center (495), and Dog Park (414). The ITE TripGen land uses that best correspond with the
proposed development provide both A.M. and P.M. traffic volume trip generation data for the proposed
development.

2.0 Project Description

The existing site is a developed vacant commercial building located at 1802 Cerillos Rd, Santa Fe, New Mexico
87505. Cerillos Road is classified as a Principal Arterial Road according to the NMDOT Traffic Count Database
System with bike lanes and higher traffic and speed according to the Santa Fe Bikeways & Trails Map included
in Appendix I.T.A.1. A local bus route (2) that runs through Cerillos Road is also present. All sidewalks along
the state highway are to be extended within the project area. The proposed development includes demolition
of the existing commercial building and the construction of a new building with a footprint of 30,400 square
feet and a gross floor area of 95,4000 square feet, consisting of storage and community area within the
primary site area. A secondary site consists of drive-up storage, office, and flex workshop space units
approximately 14,000 square feet in gross floor area with a community dog park. Parking lots and five (5)
access points are expected between both properties with a total gross building area of approximately 109,400
square feet in size. A vicinity map and site layout showing the above-mentioned project site location is
provided in Appendix I.T.A.2.
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3.0 Pre-development Site Traffic Volumes

To accurately determine the existing traffic volumes, the reference manual “Trip Generation Handbook, 12t
Edition” by the Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) was reviewed. The previous commercial building is
currently vacant and has no active business operation. The previous business specialized in hardware, lumber
and steel. As such the land uses that most closely represent the land uses are ITE Land Use Codes: 816 —
Hardware/Paint Store & 812 — Building Materials and Lumber Store. The Peak Hour of Adjacent Street Traffic,
One Hour Between 7 and 9 a.m., as well as Peak Hour of Adjacent Street Traffic, One Hour Between 4 and 6
p.m. trip generation charts for these land uses are located in Appendix I.T.A.3. To most accurately represent
anticipated trip generations to and from the site for the peak hour of adjacent street traffic was utilized where
available. From this data, the following traffic generation was determined:

4.0 Proposed Site Traffic Volumes

To accurately determine the proposed traffic volumes, the reference manual “Trip Generation Handbook,
12t Edition” by the Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) was reviewed. The proposed site development
consists of storage units and community space in the primary site area, the secondary site consists of storage
and office area, as well as a public dog park. The land uses that most closely represent the development are
ITE Land Use Codes: Mini-Warehouse (151), Small Office Building (712), Community Space (495), and Dog
Park (414). The Peak Hour of Adjacent Street Traffic, One Hour Between 7 and 9 a.m., as well as Peak Hour of
Adjacent Street Traffic, One Hour Between 4 and 6 p.m. trip generation charts for this land use are located in
Appendix I.T.A.5. To most accurately represent anticipated trip generations to and from the site for the peak
hour of adjacent street traffic was utilized where available. From this data, the following traffic generation
was determined:

The Initial Transportation Assessment form can be found in Appendix I.T.A.6. and includes a trip
generation of the proposed land uses. Based on the estimated decrease in trips from pre-developed traffic
volumes to proposed traffic volumes, a Traffic Impact Analysis is not anticipated to be required based on
the Transportation Impact Analysis Guidelines for the City of Santa Fe.

5.0 Conclusion

This Traffic Assessment was completed to analyze the probable traffic impacts with the proposed
development of a mini-warehouses, small office, community spaces and public dog park abutting NM
State Highway — 14. The proposed development is located at 1802 Cerillos Rd. Santa Fe, New Mexico. A
bus route is located along Cerillos Road with a bus stop located adjacent to the site location. If the owner
proposes a bus stop within the development vicinity, location and configuration is to be agreed upon,
reviewed and approved by the City of Santa Fe Planning and Land Use Department, the Transit Division, and
City Attorney’s Office according to the City of Santa Fe Development and Design Standards. If a bus stop is
approved, then the off-street parking requirements may be reduced by up to 5%.

Based on the proposed land use, the total gross area of the new buildings, and the criteria provided by
the TIA Guidelines for the City of Santa Fe, this study will be submitted as required for the traffic
statement. The goal of the study was to analyze the anticipated traffic generated by the storage facility to
determine the Level of TIA required by the City of Santa Fe. It was determined that a TIA is not anticipated
to be required by the TIA Guidelines for the City of Santa Fe.

BACKGROUND AND SUMMARY: On May 6, 2026, the agent, Lisa Martinez, for DXD Empire
Storage Development Project at 1802 Cerrillos Rd. submitted a revised final development water
budget including: a commercial storage facility for building 1, commercial workshop & offices
for building 2, commercial workshop for building 3, commercial workshop for building 4, other
accessory water usage, landscape irrigation water usage and the 9.8% contingency fee.
