6(a) Community Update: Immigrant Community Education, Direct Services, and
Navigation Support / Actualizacion comunitaria: educacion para inmigrantes, servicios
directos y apoyo de navegacion

Presenter/Presentadora: Julia Montany, PhD, Director of Immigrant and Refugee Services, Las
Cumbres Community Services.

Julia Montany provided an overview of the Santa Fe Welcome Center and immigrant support
services currently being provided through Las Cumbres Community Services and community
partners.

Julia Montany presentd una vision general del Welcome Center de Santa Fe y los servicios de
apoyo para inmigrantes proporcionados actualmente por Las Cumbres Community Services y
organizaciones comunitarias asociadas.
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Summary / Resumen:

» The Welcome Center provides navigation services, legal referrals, mental health support, and
emergency assistance for immigrant and refugee families.

« Community workshops include Know Your Rights presentations, wellness support, emergency
preparedness, and family planning resources.

* A Family Preparedness Toolkit has been developed to help families prepare for emergencies,
detention, or deportation situations. The toolkit includes guidance regarding legal documents,
caregiver planning, emergency contacts, and locating detained family members.

» The Rapid Response Hotline was shared with the Committee: (505) 644-0101.

Committee Discussion / Discusion del Comité:

Committee members discussed the growing Rapid Response network currently being developed
within the community.

» document and witness immigration enforcement activity,

* confirm information when incidents occur,

» gather contact information for family members, and

* connect impacted families with legal and community resources.

Committee members discussed the need for improved coordination and better systems for
sharing information and resources with the community.

Hali Calzadillas-Andujo presented updates regarding immigrant legal services, Know Your
Rights trainings, and the development of the Family Preparedness Toolkit.
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Hali Calzadillas-Andujo present6 actualizaciones sobre servicios legales para inmigrantes,
capacitaciones de Conozca Sus Derechos y el desarrollo de la Guia de Preparacion Familiar.

Committee members shared concerns regarding recent reports involving ICE activity near
DeVargas Mall and possible activity connected to the Probation and Parole office area.

One committee member reported that two families had relatives detained by ICE. The discussion
included concerns regarding communication with family members and uncertainty regarding
where enforcement activity may have occurred.
