Chair Cassutt said it is great to have another alternative here in Santa Fe for
internet.  How long will it take to install.

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side of the City and expand.

Mr. Duncan said our construction will be a mix of both, depending on the area.

There was discussion including the franchise contract, the Ordinance,
geographic coverage, the phases of the project, coordination with the City, targeted City
development projects, funding, Midtown availability, timelines, overlay with other
providers, infrastructure and Federal regulations.
